ATTENDANCE AND TRANSPORTATI

Watch for the bus; pick up and drop off times are approximate.

Pick -Up:

A Someone must be visible to the driver before a child can board and leave on the bus.
The bus driver will not wait for your child if he/she is not ready to board the bus.

If your child misses the bus, the bus driver is not allowed to return later to pick-up your child. You will have to
transport your child to the classroom.

Call your teacher to explain why your child will not be attending.

The driver must follow their fixed route. If you need the pick-up to change, paperwork must be signed before a
change can take place, which could take up to 3 business days.

Drop -Off:

A The designated person must be visible to the bus driver before your child can get off the bus. For drop off, the
person will be asked for an ID if they are not familiar to the bus assistant or driver.

No exceptions can be made for requests to have someone receive your child if they are not on the Emergency
Contact list.

The designated person MUST be age 11 or older. Other adults must show identification at drop-off.

Changes for emergency contacts and route changes can take up to 3 business days. Last minute changes for any
reason cannot be honored to guaranteey our chi |l dés safety.

If a designated person is not present at the drop off:

A The driver will wait 2 minutes.

A After 2 minutes, the driver will leave to complete the route. If it is the last child, the bus will return to the designated
classroom.

A The parent, and if necessary the emergency contact will be called to pick up the child at the classroom or full day
program. If no answer, a message of where the child was taken with the phone number, and location will be left on
a voice message.

A If no one is at the designated drop off, the driver will return the child to the classroom. (For in town PM routes, the
child will be returned to the Eastside 1 Head Start Child Care classroom. Law enforcement will be called to assist
in finding the parent or authorized Emergency Contact.)

*Plan for another way to tra nsport your child to the classroom or home in case the bus

is temporarily unable to transport.
